(3) other professional community activities.

% Advocate of the Year - Criteria for selecting this award recipient will include (1) being a member of groups concerned with
children’s issues, (2) attending meetings where issues involving young children were discussed and speaking for children, (3)
writing on behalf of children, and (4) telephoning or personally contacting persons who are in positions to improve the quality
of life for young children.

% Elected Official of the Year - Criteria for selecting the award recipient will include (1) elected to a local, state, or national
level of government, and (2) representation of himself/herself as a leader in the development of significant and recent
legislation which benefits young children or their families.

All of the above honorees will be submitted by HAAEYC to the TAEYC Awards Committee for recognition for state-level
awards to be presented at the TAEYC annual conference. Nominations pertain to family childcare, as well as center-based
childcare and preschool programs.
